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Directions: Come up with 16 questions or statements on any topic or theme. The teacher may specify what the topic will be about. Once you have come up with a question or statement, be sure to type in the answer under the answer column. You need every level of difficulty represented. Level 10 will obviously be a question that is easy to solve while level 160 will be the most difficult. The first one is done as an example for animals as the category. You can remove the example and use your own question depending on the theme or topic.
	Tip: the question or statement has to give enough detail so that students can make a reasonable guess. The details in the question or statement can only apply to one possible answer. For example, if Cheetah was the answer, you wouldn’t write “This large wild cat lives in Africa. It can catch its prey from its ability to travel at great speeds.” This could easily apply to the Cheetah or Lion. You would need to additionally state that this animal has been clocked as fast as 70 miles per hour. This would be a level 10 because most middle school and high school students know this fact.
